INDICATORS OF COGNITIVE/AFFEC
PROBLEMS

A Have discrepant verbal and performance abilities

A Deficient or extremely uneven academic skills-
avoid school tasks

A Extremely frustrated by school

A Auditory and/or visual processing problems



INDICATORS OF COGNITIVE/AFFEC
PROBLEMS

A Long term and/or short term difficulties with regularity

A Motorical difficulties such as clumsiness, poor
handwriting, problems completing paper & pencil tasks

A Lack organizational and study skills

A Difficulty following oral directions



INDICATORS OF COGNITIVE/AFFEC
PROBLEMS

A Easily frustrated, afraid to risk, gives up quickly on
tasks; afraid of taklng risks or makmg mistakes
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A Blames others for their problems

A Distractible, unable to maintain attention for long
periods of time



INDICATORS OF COGNITIVE/AFFEC
PROBLEMS

AUnable to control impulses
AHave poor social skills

AAre highly sensitive to criticism
